2. Why does the Zohar Hakadosh mention that the world of Malchut was engraved with 42 letters? What
does this mean and why is it there letters that created the upper and physical worlds? Also, how can we
better learn in our daily lives to reveal the 72 letter name within Malchut?

3. Why did the Mishkan have to be erected by Moshe? The Zohar Hakadosh suggests that Betza'lel knew
about the Holy letters to make the pieces of the Mishkan but did not know the correct letter combinations to
erect the Mishkan.
